White-rumped Sandpiper (Calidris fuscicollis).

There is a previously overlooked record in the KOS archives of one in Sandwich Bay on
Aug 17" 1945. Subsequently there were singles in 1960, 1978, 1986, 1995, 1996 and
1998 with a spring bird near the Chequers on Apr 9" 1986 and the other five ‘fall’ birds;
the earliest in Pegwell on 26" July 1996, the latest on Oct 2" 1960. The adult on
Backsand on Sep 5"-8" 1995 was the first Yankee peep for the new scrape.
